e. As a Jewish nation, do you think that Gutenberg’s accomplishment was meaningful for us? Why or why not?


3. Choose one additional invention that relates to communication and write a  short summary that will include :
a. information about the inventor.
b. information about the invention, who it impacted and how it impacted.
c. your own opinion about this invention; has it been a useful invention, do you use this invention, if you do-how often.
d. Include at least one picture of your inventor and one picture of the invention that you chose to focus on.
